Children will have opportunity to build on their prior science learning of Year One as we
explore the seasons in depth and continue to look at weather patterns of the UK and build

on their geographical knowledge of hot and cold places.

They will deepen their understanding of the four seasons as they explore how the seasons
impact on the growth of plants and to think more deeply about the harvest time and why this
is important. They will explore the weather patterns of the UK and how these patterns are
changing due to Global Warming. Children will develop an understanding of how are actions
and the way we live out our lives in modern society has a greater impact on the whole of
creation. As we become more able to identify when and where we can see this impact, we
will begin to address what we can do to bring the world back to the glorious creation of God.
